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Feedback and Comments from Advisory Board Members and Sector Consultants
Advisory Board Meeting: 3/11/09
This meeting was held differently than meetings in the past. Advisory Board Members as well as Sector Consultants participated in round table discussions on ways to implement policies, practices, and procedures into their respective sectors. The following is what each sector discussed:

Law Enforcement Sector:  
· Pass a county-wide Social Host Ordinance (must have full support from County Attorney).

· Collaborate with schools to educate parents about the Social Host Ordinance philosophy (ie. regarding civil liabilities)

Recovery/Heath Sector:  
· The connection between the healthcare providers and the recovery community needs improvement. Usually contact between these two entities is made through emergency visits rather than preventative visits.

· There are issues with the recovery design including no after care following treatment. 

Government/Rec./Civic: 
· Pass a county-wide Social Host Ordinance.
· Mandatory Seller-Server training in each community in the county.
· Continuity of violations for alcohol, tobacco, and drugs among minors.
· Stress the importance of keeping the drinking age at 21 to elected officials.
· When a minor gets caught smoking, have the same reporting process within the school district as drinking.
· There is no place for teens to go on Friday or Saturday nights where they can have “alcohol free” gatherings. 
Special Populations: 
· Educate the elderly on issues regarding chemical health. This would be especially relevant for educating on prescription drug use.

· Empower families

· Focus on grandparents because they play a vital role in their grandchildren’s lives.

· Hispanic individuals join seniors for coffee to bridge the culture gap.
· Provide education at the Senior Center.
· Certain cultures are more isolated and lonely which can lead to chemical use.

Faith-based:

· Large group cooperation efforts are important.
· Provide the opportunity for sectors to meet and connect the soul with the work.
Students : 

· Sports violations are not strict enough. Students should have to sit out for longer than two weeks.

· Team captains should have a special leadership program.

· SADD/Target programs should be extended to Middle School aged students.

· If a minor gets a DUI they should receive a harsher punishment (worse than receiving an underage drinking ticket).
· When a student gets a chemical violation it should cause them to have to sit out the same amount of time in each sport. For example if a student plays football, basketball, and baseball, they should have to serve a penalty for each sport. This would eliminate students going out for a sport in the previous season just so they don’t have to sit out in the following season.

Social Services Sector: 
· There is a lack of connection between students and the community. For instance, get kids/teens involved in swimming, piano lessons, etc.

· Focusing on Best Practices:

· Use a wrap around systems approach

· Include chemical use issues at Family Group Decision Making 

· Talk with children about their parents chemical use

Education Sector:
· Influence the “Peddlers” which would include Coaches, Parents, and Teachers.
· Use older students to set a good example for younger students.

· Bring all of the coaches (county-wide) of each sport together to talk about chemical issues or other issues that might be going on in their sport.
· Give kids something to do during the evenings and weekends (partnerships with churches).
· Provide local adolescent treatment and aftercare within the schools.
