The meeting was called to order by Dan Rechtzigel, council chair.   

The March minutes and current agenda were reviewed by all attendees.  Jeff motioned to approve and 

was seconded by Nancy.  All in favor, motioned approved. 

 

Key Agenda and Discussion Items: 

 

Treasurer and Account Update – Presented by Nancy Benrud (Council Treasurer) 

The new CHI bank account has been setup at the Security State Bank of Wanamingo.  Nancy reported 
that she made out a check in the amount of $250 for the Sweetheart Dance.  Current balance of the 
account is $2750. 

Council Secretary Nominations 

The group discussed the council secretary position and Dan asked for volunteers to hold the position.  
Stacy briefly went over the Secretary responsibilities and will also send out the electronic document via 
email.    Since there were no volunteers, the group discussed having this as a shared position amongst 
the members that currently do not hold council positions.  The group agreed that this would work well.  
Kris said that she had a template that could be used for consistency or we can continue using the 
minute’s form that Stacy has been utilizing.  This structure will start next month.  We will need to decide 
on a schedule.   

 

Past Event Review: 

 
Sweetheart Dance  

The Sweetheart dance was a success!  They had 42 couples and 11 singles attend to equal approximately 
100 people!  They broke even on the costs.  The attendees doubled between the time of the registration 
deadline and the dance.

The one comment was that they would look for 
another DJ as the one this year was great when the people were there but a bit challenging before and 
after.  During the dance they had interactive activities such as the Parachute dance and the Hokey 
Pokey.  The photography kids took pictures and they turned out great!  Stacy asked if there were 
pictures that we could post on the website, Kris will check on that.  There is a video out on the Kenyon 
Leader website that is very cute, check it out! 
 
There were requests to have a Mother/Son event in the fall so they are looking to do a Mother/Son 
Beach Dance and then have maybe volleyball and other activities. 
 

Sticker Shock Campaign – Presented by Stacy Larson 

The campaign was a great success!  Thank you to everyone who participated!  Stacy talked about the 
event.  Lee accompanied a group of kids to the Kenyon Liquor store and Stacy, Van, Jason Nurnberg and 
a senior student went to Barney’s and Ringo’s in Wanamingo.  At Barneys, it was reported that they 
applied the 500 stickers in about 20 minutes and ended up running out.  The Sticker Shock Campaign is 
designed to reach adults who might purchase alcohol legally and provide it to minors.  Stickers warning 
about the penalties for furnishing alcohol to minors are placed on all multi-packs of beer, wine coolers, 
and other alcohol products that might appeal to underage drinkers. 
 
Stacy created a letter thanking the establishments for their participation and signed the letter from the 
Kenyon-Wanamingo CHI Council.  The letter included Stacy’s email address and phone in case the 
establishments would like more stickers or posters.  In the packet given to the establishments, she also 
included a merchant evaluation form.  A pre-event press release was sent to the local papers along with 
a post event press release and pictures.  The Kenyon Leader did a wonderful front page article on the 
event!  There was wonderful publicity on this event.  Stacy placed pictures of the Wanamingo visits out 
on the main CHI website under the local councils, Kenyon-Wanamingo section.  Once she receives the 
pictures from the Kenyon visit, she will post those as well.  Great job to all! 
 
Zumbrota did the campaign the following week and the News Record was going to publish the post 
event press release this week. 

Upcoming School/Community Events 

Olympic Challenge Event – Presented by Missy Sviggum 

Missy handed out a packet of information that included a breakdown of the games along with details, a 
listing of volunteers from the local student groups and details on the concessions. 

Following are key discussion items: 

 Missy has secured the High School Gym and Commons area for June 2nd from 3:30 – 6:30.  The 
deadline for sign-up is this Friday, May 28th.   The activities will be spread out around the school 
and if the weather is nice, they will also be outside. 
 Matt Addington created posters and flyers which were sent home with the kids. 
 She received a $50 donation from the Kenyon Lion’s club and gave the check to Nancy to apply 
to the account. 
 She has been in contact with the Wanamingo Lion’s club but has not received a response as of 
yet.   
 Goodhue County ADA will supply/donate Go-gerts and String Cheese for the event. 
 Missy will be sending an email to the middle school teachers on Thursday reminding them about 
the event and the sign up deadline of this Friday. 



 There was a great response from the student groups such as Student Council and FCCLA.  There 
were several youth individuals that signed up to volunteer! 
 She has some parents and other adults volunteering but also asked the council if anyone would 
be willing to participate.  Barb said that she could help run concessions.  Carmen and Nancy also 
mentioned that they could help.  Jim said he wasn’t sure what day he will be on the road, if he is 
available he would be willing to help as well.  Dan said if anyone can help, just show up when 
you can! 
 Missy went to Sam’s Club and was able to pick up food for the concession stands in bulk at a 
very reasonable cost.  She brought up a thought of charging the kids $.25 for the 
food/beverages to contribute towards the cost of the concessions.  Everyone was in favor.  
Missy will include a note in the email to the teachers that concessions will be available at a cost 
of $.25 each.  Dan mentioned if there was any cost above/beyond what is collected the CHI 
would be willing to donate to break even although, it was thought that the small charge should 
be enough to cover it. 
 Missy is checking with food service to see if they offer coupons for cookies. 
 At this point, Missy said that she doesn’t foresee any additional costs unless we wanted to 
donate for prizes. 

o Prize ideas were noted on the hand out.  It was also discussed to have a trophy for the 
winning teams.  It was thought that there would be a winning team for the 5th & 6th 
grade teams and then the 7th & 8th grade teams. 

 Stacy brought the youth hand-outs for the event along with some CHI pencils and pins that can 
be given out. 
 Dan mentioned that he may have some water bottles and sweatshirts that they can have as 
well. 
 Jim mentioned that he could talk to the owner of Area 57 to see if they would be willing to 
donate gift certificates.    
 We will need to make sure to get permission slips signed to participate and also to release 
pictures for publishing on our website and in paper. 
 

Summer Events – Presented by Stacy Larson 

Stacy provided the group with an overview of the summer events related to the Kenyon-Wanamingo 

area.  We have quite an event listing throughout Goodhue County so this year we are working to get the

At the next meeting we will finalize the plan for the 4th of July parade along with the August events.  For 

the August events, following are the “To Do” items associated with these events: 

 Need volunteer from the council to spearhead each event from the CHI side 
o Volunteer would be responsible to recruiting kids/adults to hand out “goodies” and 

information  (Maybe we can partner with the local student group on this.) 
 Find volunteer to play Howie  (Maybe we can get someone from the student group to do this.  

The CHI offers $50 to anyone who play’s Howie in an event. ) 
 We discussed having a pick-up for Howie to ride in.  On the pick-up we can hang the CHI banners 

on each side.  With this said, we will need to see if anyone has a truck and would volunteer to be 
a driver in the parade. 

 The CHI Staff will take care of getting the materials and “goodies” for the events along with the 
banners, etc. 

 I will work closely with the CHI Council lead on arranging and planning the event. 
For the Goodhue County Fair, the CHI is planning to have a booth present which will target a different 

ATOD topic each day and it would be great if we could also have a representative from each council take 

a turn being present.  This would be an opportunity for us to promote the local councils.

Goodhue County Updates  

Data Release Update 

The CHI Staff conducted a Data Release Meeting on Friday, May 14th from 11:30 – 1:30 at the Cannon 
Falls City Hall.  The data collected through the community chemical health surveys, key informant 
interviews, student surveys and youth focus groups were presented.  Stacy brought copies of the 
Kenyon-Wanamingo Community Health Surveys and a copy of the youth focus group report.  Stacy gave 
a brief overview of the information.  The top three chemical concerns were in line with the overall 
Goodhue County responses.  The one difference noted was that the KW area listed Tobacco as their first 
concern, Marijuana as their second and Alcohol as their third.  Whereas, Goodhue County listed Alcohol 
as the top concern, tobacco as second and marijuana as third.  One key thing that was noted is the high 
percentages of people just do not know.  It supports that we need to get the information out to our 
community members! 
 
There was a representative from the Kenyon Leader present at the meeting and asked if we would be 
interested in writing a small article for the paper regarding chemical health.  This could be done 
periodically through the year to get the word out to the community!  It was asked if the council would 
be interested in participating.  We will discuss more at next month’s meeting.

CHI Shirts 

At the last KW CHI Council meeting, a great idea was brought up by Missy to have the council members 
have CHI shirts to show unity and support when at the events.  It was decided to supply the active 
council members with shirts to wear to promote the CHI, especially at the events.  It is encouraged to 
wear the shirts to show support for the CHI.  It is also a thank you for the council members for your 
efforts! 

RW Seller/Server Supplemental Training Overview 

Stacy mentioned that the Red Wing council is sponsoring a Seller/Server Supplemental training session 
on June 22nd from 4:00 – 5:30 at the Red Wing library.  This request came from an owner of a local Red 
Wing liquor establishment who failed the compliance check at the end of last year.  He said that it would 
be great to have an additional training that includes real life information on the liability of selling/serving 
alcohol to minors.  As a result of this feedback, we decided to plan a supplemental training session. 

Stacy said that a member of the county attorney’s office will be present to talk about the Criminal 
liability and Joanne Pohl will talk about the Civil Liability.  Along with this, there will be an insurance 
expert there from a local insurance agency to talk about the impacts that this has on the insurance.  

Dan asked if this would be opened up county-wide in the future.  Stacy said that yes, this would be a 
great offering to all the liquor establishments in Goodhue County. 

CHI Website Flyer 

Stacy mentioned that the CHI is looking to distribute a flyer that will market our main CHI website along 
with our Parent Network site.  The sites have a lot of great information out there but many are not 
aware of the sites.  We are looking to insert the flyer in the papers throughout Goodhue County.  
Carmen had a copy of the flyer which was sent around for individuals to look at. 
 

Open Discussion 

Parent/Adult Informational Presentation 

Patrick Walsh had asked if we could put an informational presentation together and present to the 
parents and adults in the community in response to the rise in youth possession and consumption 
issues.  There was a concern with putting this together at this time of year with all of the chaotic events 
going on.  We may not get the attendance that we hope for.  The group discussed doing it at either the 
Fall Registration timeframe or when we do a Town Hall Meeting in the fall.  We can partner with these 
events.  Jeff mentioned that it is a concern with the growing number of kids that are in trouble and 
figuring out how to reach the parents.
