Staying Compliant
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Jurisdictions that have implemented the
Seller/Server Ordinance, requires that
servers/sellers of
alcohol in their jurisdiction take a
certified Alcohol Seller/Server training
course and successfully complete any
exams before the server/seller can
legally sell or serve alcohol in their
jurisdiction.

In addition, the training needs to be
renewed on an annual basis in order to
continue compliance. Jurisdictions
require sellers/servers have successfully
completed their training course within
the previous 12 months. Therefore, if it
has been more than a year since you
last took the jurisdiction’s course here,
you may not sell/serve alcohol legally
again until after successfully
completing the course again.

The Minnesota-AST on-line training
program will allow all sellers and
servers who utilize the program to
easily check the completion dates to
ensure compliance.
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
